	Part 3 Additional Sheets as Needed: Based on the responses provided in Part 2 and evaluation of potential environmental impacts, the lead agency has been determined that there is little to no impact of the proposed project related to land disturbance, traffic, change in use, and archaeological or natural resources. After analysis of the findings below, it is decided that any loss of habitat is not significant.

The proposed buildings are consistent with the others in the area and will not create aesthetic or community impacts. The proposed buildings are proposed to be placed within vegetated areas and will be heavily buffered from adjacent views, therefore, it will have little to no impact on the surrounding character of the land. 

Traffic has been determined to be of little or no impact due to the limited use of the project by the user. The project will mainly be utilized during the daytime work hours, therefore, there is little or no impact to potential light pollution and the visual character of the environs will remain. 

The project does propose the removal of vegetation which may create a minor impact of erosion and disturbance to the existing wet area below. In the context of the site, the impacts are deemed to be minimal due to the proposed mitigation by proposed stormwater management practices, grading, and the planting plan. The proposed planting plan addresses the concern of vegetation removal in relation to erosion control, limits of disturbance, tree replacement for both buffering and restoration, and providing pollinator opportunities. In coordination with SHPO, the planting plan was developed to provide and restore the tree removals through a heavy evergreen buffer at the top of the development on the Airline Drive side of the site. This includes a dense gathering of evergreen trees at the top with shrubs in the lower stormwater management area. In addition, the proposed open space areas are to have a steep slopes with annual ryegrass seed mix. This seed mix includes a variety of flowering perennials which provide opportunity for pollinators, along with controlling the erosion and steep slopes of the site. All stormwater management areas in addition to the proposed shrubs are to be planted with a Rain Garden Seed Mix which includes a healthy variety of native perennial forbs and grasses for food and cover, to contribute to the pollinators. 

The project was determined to be located within the State and National Register listed Watervliet Shaker Historic District. Further evaluation determined that there is no impact to the cultural resources on the site.
